Deployment Timetable

Note:  The Deployment Timetable is used in the Assembly Area to dispatch apparatus based on realistic response times from the agency’s home station or office to the exercise incident scene. The left column in the table below should contain the names/designations (e.g., Engine 1) of each unit or apparatus in the Assembly Area.   The table is divided into first alarm and second alarm units.  The column in the middle of the table should include actual response times from the agency’s home station to the incident site after it has been dispatched.  This will determine when the Assembly Area Controller releases the unit from the Assembly Area and this should then be noted in the right column.
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
